It is, therefore, vital that your child finds learning to read and write a rewarding
and successful experience.

At St Mary’s we use Ruth Miskin’s Read Write Inc. phonics programme. It provides a
structured and systematic approach to teaching phonics.
This programme is aimed at all pupils in Reception, Year 1 and year 2 who are learning to
read. Children are taught to:

* Decode letter-sound correspondences quickly and effortlessly, using their phonic

knowledge and skills

* Read common exception words on sight

* Understand what they read

* Read aloud with fluency and expression
